I - Installation 

 

1) Upload the theme via FTP 

a) Unpack the expresso.zip archive using Winzip (http://www.winzip.com) or Winrar 

(http://www.rarlab.com). 

b) Connect to your FTP server using FTP software like Total Commander 

(http://www.ghisler.com) or FileZilla (http://filezilla-project.org) 

c) Upload the complete "expresso" folder into 

/wp-content/themes/ 

d) Go to Appearance / Themes in your 

Wordpress Admin Panel 

e) Active your Expresso Premium Wordpress 

Theme 

2) Upload the zip file via HTTP 

WARNING: Expresso is a large file. For this to work you must be able to upload large 

files via HTTP on your server. 

a) Go to Appearance / Add New Themes in your Wordpress Admin Panel 

b) Select Upload at the top of the page 

c) Upload the Expresso zip file 

d) Active your theme 
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Using the Expresso configurator 

to modify your theme 

1. Login to your Wordpress as admin and go to the frontpage 

2. At the very top of the blog in the middle you will see a button "Show color & image 

configuration" - press it! 

3. A complete control panel will slide down 

4. Using the Expresso color & image configuration: 

a) Choose your website template - use this section to switch between templates. 

Any modifications you make to a template will be saved. Click back to default 

colors AT THE VERY BOTTOM to go back the default colors assigned to the 

currently selected theme. 

b) Install new template - use this section to install new wordpress templates via 

upload or http (only zip files are accepted) 

c) Delete an existing template - use this section to delete Expresso templates 

(they cannot be restored) 

d) Basic colors - use this section to configure basic colors of your Expresso 

e) Additional colors - use this section to configure additional colors of your 

Expresso 

f) Logo - use this section to upload a logo into your Expresso 

g) Primary background image & Secondary background image - use this two 

sections to upload & position background images 

h) Add images to the slideshow - use this section to upload images into your 

Expresso slideshow
